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I loved the message I heard the other day about the Good Samari-

tan and words Jesus spoke to his disciples in Luke 10:27 “Love the 

Lord your God …..and, love your neighbor as yourself.” God has 

commanded us to love. In light of that commandment let us re-

member that God is Love and has made us in His image. When we 

act out and embody God's loving intentions for His Creation by 

loving our neighbors—there is an integration of these two com-

mandments where human life flourishes and God’s Kingdom is 

being realized.  We can never have a love of God that is not simul-

taneously channeled through concrete acts of love for concrete 

persons in this life.  God's love is for all--so also ours should be.  

“Who is my neighbor?” The answer is: our neighbor is anybody 

that comes into our life that needs help and is alone. It is not lim-

ited to those that live in close proximity to us.   

The Samaritan man knelt by the man on the road, cleaned his 

wounds, carried him back to an inn and, paid the inn keeper to 

look after the man until he returned.  To love your neighbor means 

making an investment in their life. We have a unique opportunity 

this summer to make a difference in the lives of some children. 

Some people will invest their time by going to camps this summer 

in Ukraine, others will invest their finances and all of us will pray 

for the children and the volunteers this summer so that the Gospel 

can be shared with the children in Ukraine. Thank you, for the love 

you have for the orphaned and abandoned children. 

We are holding eight camps this summer.  Four of them 

will be at new orphanages that we have never worked with 

before. What an opportunity we have! In just a few days 

two American teams are leaving for our June camps and 

two other teams will go in July. Two German teams will 

also be helping with our July camps. The last two camps 

will be done by our Ukrainian teams only. Please remember 

to pray for the teams and the children this summer as we 

will be together loving our neighbors.

We don't know what the future holds for any of the children we meet but we thank God for 

each opportunity we have to share His love with them. We learned just few weeks ago that a 

little girl named Galya from Rogatin orphanage was killed by her own brother. She was only 

9 years old. She was going to see her mother for the weekend — her mother has 11 children 

but has lost all of them to state care. She is an alcoholic but Galya still loved her mother and 

wanted to see her. We don’t know all of the details about what happened when Galya came 

home but we do know that her older brother (27 years old) was there. After raping her he 

choked her to death and threw her body into a pond. Her life was so short and so sad. We thank God for the opportunity we had 

to meet Galya last summer and to share God’s love with her and many other children in Rogatin.  

Just two weeks ago in Ulyanovka orphanage a young boy, Kolya attempted to commit sui-

cide. We don’t know the reason why he did it but it is a reminder of the fragility of these 

children’s lives. Satan has a strong hold on so many of these children and we need your 

prayers for each one of them. They are precious in God sight! Pray for Kolya, he is alive but 

his brain was severely damaged. Please pray with us for the orphans in Ukraine and the for-

mer Soviet Union. Pray for the ones we will be ministering to this summer.
